Fox Word:  Respect:  What would respect look like in a car?  


Math: Counting backwards from a given number.  (start low as in backwards from 10, then 20, then 27.....etc.
We are working on number sense and making sense of numbers.  

We are working on the numbers that go together to make combinations of 10. 

1+9  9+1

0+10  10+0

2+8  8+2

We are introducing ‘graphing’ as a way of organizing information. 

+9 is our addition question.  We are learning to ‘group by ten’.

These are concepts that we will be working on and revisiting until they are automatic.  Do not stress over knowing them at this time.  Practice when you can!  Try to do one thing each night!
Science:  What is a liquid?   How does water relate to a liquid?
Nightly Reading:  Be faithful to nightly reading.  Aim for every night and maybe you will read about 5 of the nights.  Read about 10 mins/night.
Look at the pictures.  Use your finger.  This builds fluency, expression, and comprehension.

Use the following strategies.

Read to the end of the sentence.  Come back.  Look for rules, combos, hiding words and cover the parts you know.  Sound.

Notice that sounding comes last in grade two.  We want to read for meaning.  

Be sure to sign the calendar on the nights you read.  (Needs to come back every day.)

Home Journals:  Did your child write on paper or did they have their book here?  It is important for the child to have the comments I write on the last day to improve their writing this week.  We don’t know what it says if they do not bring their book back.
Show and share:  This is a weekly activity.
