     
Word Wall Words:   mother   happy   came   even   still   help
Combo: Magic ‘e’:  It is found at the end of a word and jumps over the consonant and hits the vowel on the head.  The vowel then says its own name and the ‘e’ is silent.
Fox Word:  Respect:  What does respect look like in the gym??  Tied to respect is responsibility.  Respect is the manners part of doing a job where responsibility is doing the job and doing it well.


Math: The equals sign is like a balance scale.  The numbers on both sides of the scale need to be equal.  
Your child should now be able to count by 2’s up to 30 as well as to go backwards from 30 by 2’s.  See if they can do it.

Science:  What is a liquid?   Try giving the students a mystery liquid.  See if they can tell you what to look for. (feel, looks like, how it moves, color)

Show and share:  It has started.  Be sure to have them write about what they want to share in the scribbler we sent home.  We are focusing on describing words this year.


Nightly Reading:  I think all but 2 students are now reading and bringing the books back and forth.
Practice saying these strategies until they can say them.  They can’t use them if they don’t know them:  Read to the end of the sentence.  Come back.  Look for rules, combos, hiding words and cover the parts you know.  Sound.
Notice that sounding comes last in grade two.  We want to read for meaning.  

Be sure to sign the calendar on the nights you read.  (Needs to come back every day.)

Home Journals:  Please answer back and have your child read it to you at home.  Ask them what it said.
*Do not correct the words.  Instead use the new versions in your message back to your child.  Be sure to print and to double space your message.  You are modelling for them.  They are due back on Mondays.
