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Dear Parents, 

Thank you to all the parents who were able to come and help out with our skating activity on January 26th.  Your help was greatly appreciated! 
February is the month of red hearts, cupids, and special cards made for special people!  For the first two weeks of February, our Valentine’s theme will allow us to do many traditional activities as well as learn characteristics of a good friend and ways of making and keeping friends. This will lead us into the latter part of the month when we will work on becoming aware of oneself, our feelings and our five senses.  
We will also continue to work on our alphabet on a daily basis.  We are now at the letter Nn and will cover the letter Oo, Pp and Qq this month.  The children are singing along with us the song and doing the action that represents the letter.  This song helps them to remember the letter as well as its corresponding sound. During centers, we are continuing to print the upper and lower case letters in our alphabet booklet as well as printing words which are easily sounded out.  These include; ami (friend), avion (airplane), papa (dad), bébé (baby), maman (mom), banane (banana), je (me) as well as le and la (masculine and feminine articles).  You may also like to encourage your child to print these words at home for extra practice.
During snack time, we are asking the students to tell us what their snack is in French. They begin by saying, “Je mange___." (I’m eating _____.) and they say what it is in French.  They are getting very good at being able to name many of the fruits and vegetables as well as knowing how to say granola bar, muffin, cheese, crackers, and yogurt in French.
We have also begun getting the children to speak more in French during Show and Share.  They now begin by introducing themselves by saying their first and last name as well as recite their phone number, (“Mon numéro de telephone est 780-__.”) .  They continue by presenting what they have brought by saying, “Voici__." (We help them say what the object is in French).   After that, they continue telling about their Show and Share item in English.
