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Students have been using the multiplication and division strategies of: using related facts, skip counting up or down from a known fact, doubling, halving, repeated doubling and repeated halving. They’ve also practiced multiplying by multiples of 10, 100 and 1 000. Please continue to have your child review these strategies regularly, so they become better able to quickly and accurately recall those important basic facts! Place value to one million is our current unit. We are reading, writing, ordering, comparing and learning the value of each digit up to the millions.


Students are working on the trait of Fluency during writing time. Presently, we are practicing using various sentence beginnings as well as varying the length of our sentences. Spelling Word Wall Words correctly will be a focus throughout the year. During reading, students continue to read a variety of genres and complete various assignments based on what they have read. We will start a Literacy Place book study later this month.


5D is at the end of their Chemistry unit. Each child has two Super Sleuth Review pages to help them focus on the important concepts during study time. The final test is Nov. 9 (prior to the long weekend), so if your child will be away that day or the next please let me know. Our next unit is Weather.
